Oflate,theVMChasbeenfac-
ingflakforthepresentsanitation
situationinVadodara—thecity's
rankdipped to33 from14 in the
2023SwachhSurvekshan (2024
resultsareawaited).

Thepresentationmadebythe
Municipal Commissioner pro-
poses a “transformed systemof
door-to-door garbage collection
withemphasisonsegregationof
wastealongwithmaterialrecov-
eryfacilityandestablishmentofa
refuse-transferstation”.Thepres-
entationalsostatesthattheVMC
iscontemplatingdeployingdiffer-
entvehiclesforcollectionofwaste
from religious places, hotel
kitchens andgardens inorder to

ease segregation alongwith in-
creasing thenumberof garbage-
collectionvansbyovertwotimes
toensurethateachvehiclecollects
waste fromabout 1,000 to1,200
homesascomparedtothecurrent
countof about2,500homes.The
proposalalsostatesthattheinte-
grated command control centre
willmonitor the garbage collec-
tioninthecity.

As part of its plan to recover
the expenditure for the “new fa-
cilities” fromuser charges, the
VMChasproposedtodouble the
existing charges of Rs 250-750,
dependingonpropertysize,toRs
500-1,500per residential prop-
ertyaswellasfromtheexistingRs
1,000-2,500toRs2,000-Rs5,000
forcommercialproperties.

On Tuesdaymorning, Rana
presentedtheoverRs6,200-crore
draft budget before theStanding
Committee, alongwith the re-
visedbudgetof FY2024-25atRs
6,013.61 crore, stating that the

VMC had completed develop-
mentworksof Rs611croreuntil
DecemberandaimedtofinishRs
1,700 croreworthofwork in the
comingfinancialyear.

Addressing themedia after
tablingthedraftbudget,Ranasaid,
“The10-yearaverageexpenditure
ofthecivicbodyisRs700crore.It
willnowbearoundRs1,400crore.
Wehavecompleteddevelopment
projects of Rs 611 crore until
December andwe aim to com-
plete works of about Rs 1,400
crore byMarch-end.Works of
aboutRs1,600crorearecurrently
in the stage of tendering or pro-
cessingandRs1,766croreworth
developmentworksareproposed
inthecurrentbudget,whichwill
beintheinterestof thepeople.”

Rana said that out of the Rs
300-croreloanthatthecivicbody
hadtakenfromHUDCO(Housing
and Urban Development
Corporation), only Rs 33 crore is
currently outstanding. “Wealso

issuedtwobondsofRs100crore
each.Fromthebondsubscriptions
under AMRUT (AtalMission for
Rejuvenation and Urban
Transformation),wehaveunder-
takenbigdevelopmentprojectsof
water treatment plant and
sewage treatment plant. The re-
demptionof thebondswill take
placesometimein2027and2029
and for that,wehave set aside a
sinkingfundof aboutRs70crore
right now.” The current budget
was also the first “Participatory
budget”,withabout2,000sugges-
tions coming in from citizens.
Ranasaidthatthesuggestionshad
beencategorisedward-wiseand
department-wiseandalsoasper
theworksalreadyinprogressand
inconsideration.

The VMC, Rana added, will
also begin “verifying property
taxes”inordertoincreasethenet
incomewhilealsotappingsaleof
land and increasing FSI (floor
space index) aswell as the reuse
policyof treatedwastewater.

VMC Standing Committee
ChairpersonDr SheetalMistry
saidthatthecivicbodywillcom-
pletethediscussionandapproval
ofthefinalbudgetbyFebruary20.

Slammingtheproposedhike,
Congress corporator and former
Leader of OppositionAmiRavat
said,“Theyclaimthattheincrease
in cost is due to theexpansionof
the city and theneed to provide

sanitationservicestothenewar-
eas in theoutskirts. But thosear-
easwill also payproperty tax so
whyburden thealreadyexisting
taxpayer?”

Ravat further said, “TheVMC
shouldmakepublictheindicators
of development that thecitywill
stand to benefit fromwith this
hike... In all likelihood, this pro-
posal isastunttoallowtheBJPto
overturn the proposal and take
creditfor'thinkingaboutthepeo-
ple’sinterests’asweareapproach-
ingcivicbodypollsnextyear.”

Ravat alsoquestioned the ra-
tionale of the “participatory
budget”, stating that the ruling
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) had
“neverevenconsidered”anypro-
posalputforthbytheOpposition
onbehalfof residents.Ravatsaid,
“After30yearsofrulingtheVMC,
theBJPdecides tohave an inclu-
sive budget. It is the sameparty,
whichissohighonegothatwhen
theOppositionproposes recom-
mendations, it rejects them all
without even reading them. The
budget as awhole ismisleading
andunrealistic as thebig figures
quotedincludethecarryforward
worksofseveralyears...Ifthecivic
bodyhas finishedworks of only
Rs611croreinninemonthsuntil
December fromcapital expendi-
ture, itseemsimpossiblethatthe
VMC will complete projects
worthRs1,500croreuntilMarch.”

Ahmedabad: Four days after the
Gujarat Anti-Terrorist Squad
(ATS) seized Rs107 croreworth
ofAlprazolamfromanillegalfac-
tory in Anand, it made another
bustinconnectionwiththecase,
seizing 500 kg Tramadolworth
Rs40crorefromawarehousein
Ahmedabad’s Dholka on
Tuesday.

The ATS carried out the raid
in Dholka based on the inputs
sharedbyoneof thesixaccused
arrestedintheearlierdrugbust.

In Anand, the police had ar-
rested six people — Ranjeet
Dabhi,VijayMakwana,Hemant
Patel, Lalji Makwana and
JaydeepMakwana—whowere
manufacturingthenarcoticand
selling it to aman identified as
Ajay Jain. During the raid at
Greenlife Industries located in
NejavillageofKhambhattaluka

of Anand district, the ATS had
seized107kgofAlprazolam.

Followingthearrest, theATS

interrogatedRanjeetDabhidur-
ing which he revealed that he
had also stockpiled 500 kg of
Tramadolatwarehousenumber
54atDevamIndustriesEstatein
Dholka,Ahmedabad.

Based on his inputs, an ATS
team under DySP Harsh
Upadhyayraidedthewarehouse

Policesaidtheexplosiontook
placewhenKavita attempted to
lightthegasstoveinthemorning,
addingtheblastwassopowerful
that it sent the doors andwin-
dowsofoneof therooms,where
the man and the toddler was
sleeping,flyingontothewallsofa
neighbouringhouse.

MJ Christian, Deputy
Superintendent of Police (DySP)

of the SC/ST Cell, who is also in
charge of BhujDivisionof Kutch
West Police, told The Indian
Express, “Whilewe first thought
thefirewascausedbytheAC,the
FSLhas found that the explosion
andresultantfirewascausedbya
gasleakageinthehouse.”

The DySP said, “The FSL
(Forensic Sciences Laboratory)
teamfoundthattherewasaleak-
age in thegaspipe running from
theLPGcylindertothestove.The
gasmusthaveleakedthroughthe
nightwhen the housewas en-
tirely closed. The explosion took
placewhenKavitawokeupinthe
morning and attempted to light

thestove.”
DySP Christian said,

“Investigation has found that
Kavitahadopenedthewindowin
the kitchen before lighting the
stove,possibly lettingoutthegas
intheprocess.However,withthe
fan running in the bedroom
where the rest of the familywas
asleep, it is believed that a lot of
gasaccumulatedthere,leadingto
theexplosionandsubsequentfire
which took the lives of theman
andhisdaughter.”

The police are still attempt-
ingtoobtaindetailsof thefamily
and attempting to contact the
next of kin. However, this has
proven difficult due to the de-
struction of most of the house
and theonly survivingmember
of the family under treatment,
saidsources.Kavita,whowasad-
mitted to Aryan Hospital, is
stated tobeoutof danger.

An accidental death report
hasbeenfiledinthematter,offi-
cials said.
