Five security personnel, in-
cluding two from Nagaland,
have died in the last one week in
Rohtas, and of them, four died
due to heatstroke, said DIG
Naveen ChandraJha.

Among the deceased were
Indian Reserve Battalion person-
nel A Nikiye Sumi, a resident of
Nagaland's Zunheboto district,
andPitlohiLosho, aresidentof the
state's Phekdistrict. The other de-
ceased were Bihar Police person-
nel Subhash Prasad Singh of
Munger, Devnath Ram of Bhojpur
and Samiullah of Motihari.

Apart from them, 10 polling
personnel died due to heatstroke
in the state since Thursday, be-
sides four civilians. The state has
been reeling under severe heat-
wave.

WITH THE Southwest monsoon
intensifyingin Keralatwodaysaf-
ter its onset, heavy downpours
lashed several parts of the state,
especially insouthand central dis-
tricts triggering landslides, up-
rooting trees and waterlogging.

Continuous rains for hours
caused widespread destructionin
the high-range areas of Kottayam
and Idukki districts, while intense
rains caused severe waterlogging
and traffic snarls in the low-lying
areas of Thrissur district.

The India Meteorological
Department (IMD) updated its
weatherwarning, placingthe cen-
tral district of Thrissurand north-
ern districts of Malappuram and
Kozhikode under red alert on
Saturday. An orange alert was
sounded in Idukki, Palakkad and
Wayanad and a yellow alert was
issued in six districts.

Ared alert indicates heavy to
extremely heavy rain of over 20
cm in 24 hours, while an orange
alert means very heavy rainof 11
cm to 20 cm, and a yellow alert
means heavy rainfall between 6
cmand 11 cm.

Landslides and trees getting
uprooted were reported at
Poochapraand Kolappraareas, lo-
cated in the interior of the hill dis-
trictIdukki on Friday night.

Some houses and vehicles
were damaged in the landslip, but
nocasualties were reported, locals
said.

Kerala student suicide:
HC gives bail to 19,
says not enough proof

THE KERALA High Court on
Friday granted bail to the 19 stu-
dentsaccused of abetting the sui-
cide of a veterinary student in
February and observed that there
was not sufficient material to es-
tablish any act on their part that
instigated the victim to take his
ownlife.

Sidharthan] S(20),asecond-
year Bachelor of Veterinary
Science and Animal Husbandry
student at the College of
Veterinary and Animal Sciences
at Pookode in Wayanad, was
found hanging inside the bath-
room of his hostel on February
18.

Justice CSDiassaid thatonan
overall consideration of the facts
and circumstances of the case,
“prima facie, I do not find suffi-
cient material to establish any
positive act on the part of the ac-
cused to have instigated or aided
the deceased to commitsuicide”.
The courtalso observed there was
an absence of injuries on the vic-
tim's body corresponding to his
alleged brutal assault by the ac-
cused.

It further observed that it
was “plausible” that the ac-
cused only intended to chasten
the deceased and not instigate
him to commit suicide. The
court’s observation came while
granting bail to the 19 accused
in the case which is being in-
vestigated by the CBI.

Justice Dias further said that
the accused have been in judi-
cial custody for more than 90
days, do not have any criminal
antecedents and are students
aged between 22 to 24 tyears.
